The workshop will bring together 75-100 delegates from six states (AR, MO, KS, OK, TX, and LA) in an effort to create opportunities for professional development for attendees and strengthen the network of professionals and volunteers involved in heritage interpretation. 

This capacity-building network will allow the exchange of ideas and facilitate working partnerships between state agencies, private non-profits, individual entrepreneurs, artists and practitioners, and others. Cooperation among these entities can enhance tourism experiences, benefit local economies, and sustain sensitive cultural and natural heritage resources.

Workshop focus:

The workshop committee encourages you to interpret Beyond the Limits in Austin, Texas:

Interpreters are faced with challenges everyday and asked to go Beyond the Limits to make interpretive moments occur.  Many attributes may make up a good interpreter, but in these times of uncertainty we need a greater understanding of our natural surroundings and cultural differences.  Interpreting with independence and innovation may make all the difference.  This type of interpretation requires an “I can” attitude and with it anything can happen.    
We are all familiar with the Austin City Limits television show and music festival which has allowed Austin to be dubbed the “live music capital of the world.”  For twenty-five years, ACL has gone beyond the limits to bring together artists and musicians from all walks of life to great success.  From Willie Nelson to Band of Horses, the amazing lineup has something to offer everyone.  

Much like ACL, the National Association for Interpretation has worked to bring together professionals from all across the nation and world.  These interpreters come from all walks of life with experiences as varied as the regions in which they live.  The messages we try to communicate to our audiences may be very specific or broad at times.  No matter the message, independence and innovation can help you to go beyond the limits to effectively communicate natural and cultural interpretive moments.     
Interpreters understand going Beyond the Limits as well as any other professionals in the working world.   During this workshop, we hope that you are encouraged to develop engaging programs, creative publications, and innovative exhibits from the resources available to you.  Our goal is to reach out to our audience and work toward that ‘wow’ moment where their understanding goes beyond the limits associated with everyday life.   
During this workshop, we will network with our peers, share successes, have the opportunity to relax and take time to enhance ourselves. As these things take place, take time to recharge and get excited about the resources we are all so passionate about.  When you return to your park, museum, or zoo you will be ready to go Beyond the Limits with new independence and innovation in your interpretive skills.  
Before you begin the proposal process, here are some things to keep in mind: 

· Speakers must register for the conference (when registration becomes available). Speakers will not be eligible for a registration discount. Speakers approved but not registered by the regular registration deadline will not be included in the workshop session schedule. 

· You don’t have to present by yourself! Team and panel presentations often work well, increasing the idea sharing and enabling newer interpreters to partner with mentors or more seasoned colleagues. Newer folks, don’t be shy about seeking partnerships. “Older” folks, you are challenged to do the same—pull the next generation up and give them your shoulders to stand on.

· Call for Presentations submissions must be provided electronically. Hard copies will not be accepted. 

· The presentation summary is limited to 50 words, the presentation title is limited to 10-12 words, and the description is limited to 300 words. 

· If accepted for presentation, you will be asked to submit an article prior to the workshop, to be published as part of the workshop proceedings. Full Proceedings for all sessions will be provided to all workshop attendees electronically (either as an online download or via flash drive—the method is still being determined but will not be a hard copy). There is no standard format for this submission; it can (but does not have to) include a scholarly article, a detailed outline of your session, slides, handouts, etc. Please submit articles, outlines, or other papers in *.rtf or*.doc formats. Any handouts for your session should also be submitted at this time in *.rtf or *.doc formats. You may also submit any PowerPoint presentations for inclusion in the Proceedings. PowerPoint Slide Shows should be saved in PowerPoint 2003 format. Deadline for your Proceedings submission is January 31, 2012.  

· Each presentation room will have one notebook computer, one LCD projector, one set of computer speakers, an extension cord/power strip, and a flip chart/easel/markers. You can request additional AV equipment on the form below. The ideal method for bringing digital presentations is on a flash drive or CD. If you plan to use PowerPoint in your session, PowerPoint 2003 or 2007 formats are acceptable for the computers we’ll be using at the workshop. Best practice would be to save your presentation as both.
